Example:
P,: I must say that Canada is the second largest country in the world It is nearly as big as all of Europe. And only the Russian Federation 1 larger. Canada is about 7 730 km from east to west. Its only neighbour I the USA, which includes Alaska in the north-west. And of course, with such size the country can boast a tremendous variety of topography.

Though much of the land is lake and river-filled forest, there art mountains, plains and even a small desert.

Canada has 7 of the world's largest lakes and also contains three of the globe's longest 20 rivers.

About 25 % of the country is covered in forest. Canada's highest mountain Mt Logan at 5 951 metres, is found in the south-west Yukon.
Canada is not generally viewed as a maritime country. This is due to the large, central regions which contain the bulk of the population. As far as I know, Canada can be divided into 7 geographic regions each with its own characteristic scenery and landforms.
